Lovell bi ban trai cua co gai tré sat hai trén bai co bén ngoai ngéi nha cua c6 &
North Lakes, phia bac khu thuong mai trung tam Brisbane, vao dém ngay 26
thang 12 nam 2022.

Vao thir Tu, Tham phan Michael Copley da tuyén an nguoi dan 6ng 19 tudi nay
18 thang tu giam va ra lénh ghi lai mot s6 ban an cua anh ta, nhung khong phai
tat ca, tai toa an Brisbane.

“T6i biét ban an nay sé khong dap ung duoc ky vong cua cong dong; no cling
khong dap tng duoc ky vong cua t6i,” Frecklington cho biét trong mot tuyén
b6 vao toi thi Tu.

Ba cho biét ba sé xem xét "moi khia canh" cia ban an va "tim kiém thém loi
khuyén vé cac lva chon phap 1y c6 san cho toi".

Frecklington cho biét: “T6i xin gui loi chia buon téi gia dinh Lovell”.

Cong t6 vién David Nardone da yéu cau muc an tu treo 1én t6i 12 thang sau
khi tha toi pham tré tudi nay vi loi ich cua chinh anh ta va sy an toan cua cong
dong.

Nardone cited the youth’s “fairly lengthy criminal history” of more than 100
offences, ranging from not paying for fuel in a stolen car to other instances of
breaking into homes at night, while residents were home.

Nardone said the majority of offences were dominated by property and
dishonesty related offences, but also included the offences of violence and
robbery.

But his defence barrister, Laura Reece, argued the young man had expressed
“remorse and concern about the consequences of the break and enter at the

Lovell residence” and had been working towards turning his life around and
seeking employment in the construction industry or defence service.

She also noted he had spent 110 days alone in his cell for more than 22 hours
because of staffing shortages in youth detention.

The court heard that he had been exposed to intergenerational trauma,
raised in a house rife with drug use and domestic violence, had a father who
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was frequently incarcerated and had been taken into custody by child
protection services.

Justice Copley noted the disadvantage which the young man had faced.
“None of this excuses your offending, but it puts it into a broader context,”

he said.
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Emma Lovell’s husband, Lee, who was also stabbed twice in the back and
kicked in the head in the attempted robbery, addressed the young man who
broke into his home almost two years ago in the moments prior to his
sentencing.

“I like to think our family was like any other family out there trying our best
to make it in life,” Lovell said.

“We had our ups and downs but, as a family, we were rock solid, enjoying
each other’s company and making our family and home a place of love and
affection.

“I feel like Boxing Day 2022 was like a sliding door moment for us. Our life
should have been going in one direction and yet, here I am, because of the
actions of you and your co-offender taking away my family’s right to expect
peace, security and safety within our family home.

“Now I am forced to play a role: the role of a grieving husband, a victim of
assault and father, trying to make his family feel safe in our home again.”

“Tuy nhién, khoanh khac nhe nhom nay khéng kéo dai duoc lau.”

Bén ngoai toa an, Lee Lovell bay toé sy that vong cia minh vé mic an ma ong
cho la qua nhe, cho rang thiéu nién nay dang phai chiu mac an tuong ty nhu
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dong pham cua minh, nguoi da bi két an 14 nam tu.

Khi ngay 1é tang qua tha hai ké tir khi vo bi sat hai dang dén gan, gia dinh
Lovell hién phai d6i miat voi quyét dinh nén lam gi vao mot ngay tung la "thoi
gian vui vé va hanh phic" nhung gio day mai mai dugc danh dau bang "tham
kich t6i t¢ nhat ma ban c6 thé tuong tuong".
